Abstract

The article is devoted to the practice of positive discrimination in higher
education on the example of Native Americans in the United States. The
author studies the main tolls for improving access to education — the system
of tribal universities and colleges, scholarships and training grands. It is
analyzed the moral reasons for the need of more targeted work with these
ethnic minority representatives.
